INTEGRATED SAMPLE SURVEY FOR ESTIMATION OF PRODUCTION OF MAJOR LIVESTOCK PRODUCTS

The Scheme of Integrated Sample Survey for Estimation of Major Livestock Products is being implemented in all States and UTs since Sixth Five Year Plan i.e. 1979-80. Surveys are being conducted throughout the year in each district of the State/UTs with the help of the statistical staff of the State Animal Husbandry Department employed under this scheme. Central Government provides grant in aid to the States on 50:50 basis and 100% assistance to the UTs for implementation of this scheme. The major part of the fund is utilized towards the payment of salaries and allowances of the staff employed under the scheme.  

In addition to the above, EFC of the scheme for the Tenth Five Year Plan has been approved with two additional components: 

(i) providing IT solutions to the States/UTs. in the form of PCs and related software, 

(ii) conducting special studies/surveys by the Institutes of National repute to fill up the existing data gap in the livestock sector.  

Issues for Consideration

(i) States should work out the expenditure to be incurred on IT components at State Headquarter and at districts level and inform Department of Animal Husbandry & Dairying about the requirement of central assistance of 100% for North Eastern States.

(ii) 15% of total number of inhabited village of the State should be surveyed in order to estimates various livestock products and in milk animals. Each State should furnish district-wise/season-wise estimates of livestock products. 

(iii) Utilisation pattern of milk and egg as well as grazing facilities etc available to the livestock population should be reflected in the survey report.

(iv) Senior Officials from the State Directorate of Animal Husbandry & Veterinary Services/Centre should supervise the field survey operation in order to improve the quality of various types of data collected under the scheme.  

Status of Implementation of the Integrated Sample Survey Scheme (ISS) and Fund Released to the North Eastern Region:

(i) All the states are providing the reports.

(ii) Sikkim has started the survey work. The reports sent by Sikkim Govt. was found to be not proper because of lesser sample size. The survey should be done as per the design.

(iii)  Utilisation pattern of milk such as milk sold, milk consumed, milk converted into various type of milk products and feeding practice such as availability of green/dry fodder and feed concentrates to the milch cattle are not available in the survey report of Assam State. These should be indicated.

(iv) Arunachal Pradesh is not providing estimates seasonwise - districtwise though it is providing estimates seasonwise.

(v) All states should provide estimates of green/dry fodder intake.

AGENDA ITEM II

LIVESTOCK CENSUS 

The scheme of “ Assistance to states in conduct of Livestock Census”, containing detailed information on livestock, Agriculture Implements & Machinery, Poultry and Fisheries, is being conducted quinquennially since 1919 -20 with expanded coverage and scope in each census. The 16th Livestock census was conducted in 1997. All the NER States have conduct the Livestock Census on the reference date. 

At the central level, the scheme has been transferred from DES to DAH&D in Dec.2002 and the 17th Livestock Census will be conducted by the Department of Animal Husbandry & Dairying with reference date 15th Oct.2003. Necessary actions have already been initiated in this regard.

The nodal agency for conducting the census in all states and UTs is to be the respective state Animal Husbandry Department on uniform basis from the 10th Plan onwards. In all the NER States implementing agency is already the respective Animal Husbandry Department.

Annexure-III

The extracts from the presentation made by the DAHD during National Conference on Agricutlure for Kharif campaigh held on 3rd and 4th April, 2003.
(i) Need for convergence in the scheme of the DOAC, ICAR and DAHD and for better realization of results. The DAC may take up fodder development as a part of the integrated land use planning and cropping pattern.  

(ii) A certain percentage of the area should be reserved for fodder development in wasteland development projects. This percentage will be different in different areas depending on the agro-climatic Zones.

(iii) Institutional lands with DAC, ICAR and DAHD and the State Governments should be utilized for production of foundation and breeder seeds.

(iv) Fodder trees, including fodder shrubs should form an integral part of agro forestry and incorporated in waste land development projects.

(v) The minimum support price should be guaranteed to certified fodder seed growers and some incentives should be given for bringing additional land for the fodder cultivation on the pattern of Rajasthan Government.

(vi) Need for better agriculture residues management was highlighted. The burning of agriculture residues in combined mechanized harvesting should be discouraged and instead these residues may be collected, compressed and after nutritional enhancement, scientifically stored distributed and marketed. In this context linkage was suggested with upcoming rural godowns in the agriculture sector.

(vii) Use by-products of agro based industries, vegetables and horticulture waste was mentioned.

(viii) The huge gap between the requirements and supply of fodder seeds was highlighted. It was requested that fodder seeds should be included, in greater detail and coverage, in the chapter on seeds in the agenda notes in consultation with the DAHD. 

(ix) The need to have research on increasing nutritive ingredients in fodder was mentioned as in India animals live by and large on agricultural residue alone with very little percentage of cattle feed in their diet.

(x) The need to link the monitoring mechanism on fodder cultivation, availability, requirement and deficit to that of crop cultivation was stated. The DAC is proposing connectivity with 800 APMCs and the need to expand this activity to fodder availability may be considered.

(xi) The need for a paradigm shift from only drought management to adopting long term strategies to develop fodder and thereby creating an insurance against the ill effects of drought was mentioned.

(xii) The Animal Husbandry Extension through KVKs and ATMAs was mentioned in the context of forthcoming conceptual re-structuring of KVKs whereby they are being changed into service providers. It was mentioned that there is a  need to develop institutional mechanism to provide the requirement of the DAHD to KVKs and obtain continous feed back from them (KVKs) on their achievements and performance.

(xiii) It was mentioned that certain diseases are most likely to break out during Kharif season. Giving example of Haemorragic Septicemia (HS), it was requested that the information and inputs for its control may be disseminated at appropriate time to the District User Agencies by ICAR with the assistance of DAH&D.

AGENDA ITEM - VII
NATIONAL PROJECT FOR CATTLE AND BUFFALO BREEDING (NPCBB)

Issues for discussions

(i)
Submission of Audit and Annual Reports

All the statutory/autonomous organizations including registered societies, which are financed out of the funds drawn from the consolidated Fund of India, wholly or partially, should lay their annual Reports/Audited Accounts on the Floor of the Parliament. However, the States have not submitted statutory audit reports for the same so far. Since, it is mandatory the States should take appropriate steps to comply with these provisions and submit it regularly.  

(ii)
Submission of Utilisation Certificate and physical & financial targets & achievements

(a) Statement indicating release of funds since October 2000 under the NPCBB is appended.  The States have not given micro plans, Utilisation Certificates and physical progress.

(b) Statement indicating unspent balance released prior to October 2000 under Extension of Frozen Semen Technology (EFST) and National Bull Production Programme (NBPP), which was revalidated from time to time, is also enclosed (Appendix II). The States have not indicated financial and physical progress.

DAIRY DEVELOPMENT

I.
Integrated Dairy Development Project (IDDP)

Government of India is implementing an Integrated Dairy Development Project (IDDP) in Non-Operation Flood, Hilly and Backward Areas as a Centrally sponsored Scheme. The project was started during 8th Plan period and is continuing during 10th Plan with a total outlay of Rs.184.00 lakh. The project is funded on 100% Grant in Aid basis.

1. In the North region 14 projects have been sanctioned in all the 8 states including sikkim.

2. A statement indicating Year of sanction of the project, Approved outlays, Funds released upto 31.3.2003 and Unspent balance as on 31.3.2003 is given at Annex-I.

3. A statement indicating key physical targets identified under the above projects and achievement upto 31.12.2002 is at Annex-II.

4. Issues fir discussion: Progress of the IDDP Projects in North Eastern States.

A. General Issues: -

1. Information regarding participation of SC and ST farmers covered under IDDP projects is to be sent annually. The States may be advised to provide the pending information and also annual statement at the end of every financial year. For the new projects, a separate and clear indication of outlay for SCP & STP is required to be given by the State Governments.

2. States are requested to send new proposals for all those NON-OF districts, which have not been covered under IDDP so far, expeditiously.

B.  Issues relating to the States where IDDP projects are being implemented

Arunachal Pradesh

1. The Ist project is reported to be financially complete. But so far achievemenr in respect of physical progress is quite dismal. As even after 10 years of project implementation, only 67% of milk procurement target is achieved.

2. The new project has been circulated to the appraisal agencies. This Dept has sought certain clarifications from the State Government on 14.5.2003 which are still awaited. The State Government may expedite the requisite information/comments.

Assam 

1. Progress of implementation is extremely poor.  Original project period was up to 96-97 but was but was extended by about 6 years.

2. Physical Progress: Total daily average milk marketing (25TLPD) is much less than milk procurement (31.57 TLPD) as on 31.3.2003. Action plan for improving marketing of milk may be provided.

3. Financial progress:

i) The State Government vide its letters dated the 24.2.2003 & 7.5.2003 has reported that only a sum of Rs. 341.39 lakhs could be spent against a total release of Rs 799.34 lakhs. An amount of Rs. 276.44 lakh has been identified as misappropriated fund and Rs. 182.31 remains unspent with the State Government.
4. Quarterly progress reports are not being received in time. 

5. The statement of item wise expenditure provided by Assam Government vide their its letter dated 30.5.2003 is showing the discrepancy with regard to various component of the approved project, which is as follows: -

The State Government may please clarify this. A re-appropriation (Mid-Course Correction) proposal has also been received where additional fund has been sought for civil work, processing equipment’s, milk cans, computer installation, induction of cross breed cows. The proposal has been examined and we are of the view that additional requirements for capital items are primarily due to price escalation caused by project time over-run and therefore capital cost should be borne by the state Govt. The items covered under input services are important components namely assistance to DCS, subsidy on cattle feed, feed & fodder development insurance to heifer (item-3.24 of project outlay) etc of the scheme and should not be dropped. Very little amount has been spent for training programme under manpower development.  

6. Only 18% (291 nos) of the Cattle induction has done up to 31.3.2003 against EOP target of 1656 numbers. Steps taken to speed up the process of induction may be intimated.

Manipur

1. IDDP project was approved during 1993-94 but is yet to be completed. The State Government has reported an unspent balance of Rs 78.86 lakhs.

2. Daily average milk procurement is found to be about 20% of EOP target as on 31.3.2003.

3.  The State Government may give an action plan to complete the project and to achieve the physical targets.

Meghalaya 

1. The progress of IDDP is extremely poor.  Original project period is from 2000-01 to 2003-04. The first instalment Rs 143.92 lakhs released during 2000-01 is yet to be spent.  Unspent balance has been reported to be Rs 70.75 lakhs on 31.3 2003. The State Government may provide action plan for utilization of funds during 2003-04.

2. Physical Progress 

i) Milk procurement per functional DCS is only about 29 litres per day during March’ 2003. Moreover, average nos of farmer members per organized DCS are very low at 17 only. The state Govt. may come out with its plan of action to improve upon the present scenario.

3. Quarterly progress reports are generally not received. Sometimes these are sent together for of two or three quarters. 

4. TMC meetings are not being held regularly. The last TMC held during January’2002.

5. From the letter of Directorate of AH & Vety, dated 28.1.2003 it has been found that the key physical targets have been revised and reduced by them. It is not clear that how the Sate Government has changed the targets without consulting GOI. 

The original approved provisions should only be considered as project targets and should appear in the progress report to be sent in the future. 

Mizoram (Project III): - The first and second project has been reported to be completed.

1. This project was approved during 2001-02 for 2 years period. This dept. had released total amount of Rs. 131.58 lakhs upto 31.3.2003. The Directorate has reported only an expenditure of Rs. 1.80 lakhs upto 31.3.2003 without giving information on funds unspent with the State Govt.

2. The physical progress is yet to be reported.

General :

1. Minutes of TMC Meeting held on 21.3.2002, are yet to be received despite this Department’s letter dated 14.3.2002. Since then no TMC meeting has been convened by the State government.

2. Quarterly progress reports are not sent regularly. 

The State government may provide action plan for utilization of unspent amount and also for project completion

Nagaland

1. This was a project approved during 1998-99 for 3 years with total outlay of Rs 347.49 lakhs. The entire amount has already been released to the State Government. Unspent balance reported to be Rs 132.07 as on 31.3.2003. Only 62% funds have been utilised. The project has already been delayed by 2 years. Action plan for completion is required to be given.

2. Milk procurement per DCS is found to be only about 47 LPD against EOP target of 100 LPD.

3. From the progress, it is observed that achievement on milk procurement & marketing is only about 26% of EOP (31.3.2003).

Sikkim

1. The first and second Projects have been reported to be completed.

2. The third project was approved during 2000-01for 5-year. This Dept has released Rs 225.61 lakhs for implementation of the project. Since approval of the project its progress has not been reviewed in a TMC meeting. The State Government may arrange to convene a TMC meeting at the earliest. 

Tripura

1. Two projects have been sanctioned for the State The State Government has earlier reported the completion of the 1st project but recently while conveying the progress report of the second project, they have reported an unspent balance of Rs 31.15 lakhs. This may be clarified. If the project is not complete the action plan for completion of the project may please be provided. The Second project is also reported to have an unspent balance of Rs 56.51 lakhs.

2. TMC meetings are not held regularly. The last such meeting was held during August’1999. The State Government may arrange to convene a TMC meeting at the earliest.

3. In the 1st project milk procurement & marketing is found to be only 25% & 70% of the EOP target respectively even after 10 years of project implementation.

4. In the second project, milk procurement is yet to be commenced even after 9 years of project implementation.

II 
Strengthening Infrastructure for Quality and clean milk Production

Planning Commission has approved a new Centrally Sponsored Scheme “Strengthening Infrastructure for Quality and Clean Milk Production” with an outlay of Rs.30.00 crore during 10th Plan with the following objectives: -

i.
Creation of necessary Infrastructure for the production of quality milk and milk products at the farmers level up to the points of consumption,

ii.
Improvement of milking procedure at the farmers level,

iii.
Training and Strengthening of Infrastructure to create mass awareness about importance of clean milk production.

The scheme has been considered in an EFC meeting on 19/5/2003 under the Chairmanship of Secretary (AH&D) and it has been decided that grant will be provided for the following components: -

1.
Training to farmer-members for clean milk production;

2.
Post milking chilling facilities to be installed at village level dairy societies to maintain the cold chain'.

3.
Provision for detergent, antiseptic solution, muslin cloth etc;

4.
Provision for utensils and accessories for clean milk production;

5.
Strengthening of existing laboratory facilities; and 

6.
Planing and monitoring.

State Government may be requested to formulate proposals on the above pattern and the same may be submitted to this Department for assistance under the scheme.

III
Assistance to Cooperatives:- 

Assistance to Cooperatives is a Central Sector Scheme which was started during the financial year 1999-2000 and provides financial assistance for revitalization of Sick District Level Milk Unions/State Level Dairy Federation with a funding pattern of 50:50 sharing between Govt. of India and the concerned State Govt.  The Scheme is implemented through National Dairy Development Board (NDDB) who prepares projects in consultation with the State Level Dairy Federation and State Government for rehabilitation of Sick Milk Unions/Federations.  Due to delay in financial releases by the State Governments, the implementation of rehabilitation programme of the concerned Milk Union gets delayed resulting in further deterioration of financial conditions of the Milk Unions.

The State Governments are requested to make adequate budgetary provision to ensure timely and proper implementation of the scheme. The details of the rehabilitation proposals of North-Eastern region approved by this Department are placed below.

In many States (e.g.Assam), the Cooperation Department is dealing with the affairs of Cooperative Dairies (i.e.Milk Unions/Federations) whereas other dairy development activities are being dealt by Animal Husbandry and/or Dairy Development Department.  It is suggested that the work relating to Cooperative Dairies may also be dealt by the Animal Husbandry and/or Dairy Development Departments of the States and not by Cooperation Department in order to ensure that there is only one agency at the State level to deal with Dairy Development activities.

DEVELOPMENT OF FISHERIES

1.
Development of Inland Fisheries & Aquaculture


India has vast inland fisheries water resources in the form of rivers and canals, tanks and ponds, reservoirs, waterlogged areas etc. offering tremendous scope for fish production.  India ranks second to China in inland fish production (FAO 2001).  Fisheries in inland open water systems have been an important source of livelihood security and nutritious protein for the growing population in the country.  The inland fisheries sector has registered an impressive growth rate of 6.55% in 1990s.  Of the total inland fish production at present, about 75-80% is being obtained through aquaculture. The country has a large unfulfilled potential for rural aquaculture and it can contribute considerably to improve the livelihoods of poor people.  The important challenge for aquaculture in India in the 21st century is to ensure sustainability and profitability. Environmental sustainability has to be achieved by adopting environmentally non-degradable, technical appropriate, economically viable and socially acceptable best farming practices. To support the development of inland fisheries and aquaculture, the country needs essential infrastructure for fish seed production, rearing of fish seed, fish feed, harvesting and post-harvesting facilities.  To sustain fisheries sector, the quality, technical skills and management of fisheries manpower in the country will have to improve in consonance with the rapidly changing needs of our society.


The North Eastern region including Sikkim comprises 8 states viz. Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Manipur, Meghalaya, Mizoram, Nagaland, Tripura and Sikkim. The total land area of the region is 2.62 lakh sq. km. and accounts for 7.97% of the country. Arunachal Pradesh occupies the maximum area (32.83%) closely followed by Assam (30.57%). Tripura represents the smallest state of the region contributing 4.1% to the total area.  Of the total geographical area of the region, about 43% lies in the elevation range below 300 m., 30% between 300-1200 m and 27% above 1200 m from MSL. The NE region is characterized by diverse and distinct agro-climatic and geographical areas in regard to parameters like topography, temperature, rainfall and soil types.


All the eight States of this region are land-locked and thus possess only freshwater resources.  The main fishery resources of the region comprise: Rivers (18968 kms), Reservoirs (8091 ha), Floodplain Lakes (143491 ha), tanks and ponds (42782 ha). Besides, suitable paddy fields, low lying areas and forests, fisheries contribute additional source (94577 ha) of fisheries in the region.  Fishery resources of Tripura are limited due to constraint of topography and area.  The State claims to be utilizing almost the entire available resources for fish production. Utilization of fishery resources by other NE States are: Manipur (44%), Assam (37%), Nagaland (20%), Arunachal Pradesh (15%), Meghalaya (11%) and Mizoram (10%). In majority of the cases, the traditional methods are followed in the water bodies resulting in production levels much below the potential of the resources.


Development of Freshwater Aquaculture is one of the important production oriented programmes being implemented by all the states including in the north eastern region under the Centrally Sponsored Scheme through the Fish Farmers Development Agencies (FFDAs).  Of the total 429 FFDAs in the country, 53 FFDAs in the states of Arunachal Pradesh (2), Assam (23), Manipur (8), Meghalaya (2), Mizoram (5), Nagaland (8), Sikkim (1) and Tripura (4) are in operation in north eastern region. Most of the FFDAs in the region are in operation at district level while in the states of Arunachal Pradesh these are at regional level and in case of Sikkim the FFDA is at state level. These agencies provide a package of technical, financial and extension support to the fish farmers. Under the scheme assistance in the form of subsidy is given to fish farmers for a number of developmental activities, such as, construction of new ponds, reclamation/renovation of ponds and tanks, inputs for first year fish culture (fish seed, feed, manures, fertilizers etc.), running water fish culture, integrated fish farming, fish seed hatcheries, fish feed units, training etc. The Centre and the states share expenditure on the developmental activities on the basis of 75:25.


These agencies have played a pioneer role in promotion of freshwater aquaculture in the northeastern region.  Since inception of the scheme till 2001-02, the agencies in the region have brought about 21354 ha water area under scientific fish culture and trained 1.33 lakh fish farmers/fishermen in improved practices of fish farming.  Due to introduction of improved technology of fish farming and the efforts of FFDAs, the national average productivity of tanks and ponds is about 2200 kg/ha/year in 2001-02. The average productivity in the states of Manipur, Sikkim and Tripura is higher than that of the national average productivity while in other states it is lower.  

Issues for discussion

i) The states are required to make adequate budgetary provisions under the above scheme and avail the financial assistance regularly.  The state of Assam has not availed any central assistance during the last five years (1998-99 to 2002-03).  While the states of Manipur and Meghalaya have availed central assistance only once during the same period.

ii) The State Governments may also submit the complete proposal for release of central share along with the progress report both physical and financial (annual/quarterly), utilization certificate, item-wise details of expenditure, audited statements etc. for timely release of funds.

iii) States are not releasing central share along with their share in time to the implementing agencies.  Such delays hamper the progress of the programme.

iv) Regularly and timely review of the scheme (every six months) may be ensured by the state level committee under the chairmanship of Secretary Fisheries. 

v) Adoption of technologies for higher production and productivity may be ensured by the concerned agencies.  

vi) Infrastructure for fish seed production may be encouraged in the private sector maintaining the full capacity utilization of Government owned fish farms and hatcheries.  

vii) Adequate attention may be given towards creation of new resources and development of integrated fish farming.  Integrated farming would enable the utilization of wastes from agriculture, horticulture, poultry, duckery, piggery etc.  It would be in national interest to promote integrated fish farming, more for the reason that it would not affect the utilization of land for paddy or wheat cultivation.

viii) Efforts may also be made for diversification of aquaculture activities including new fish species (freshwater prawn, etc.) and coldwater fish species wherever possible. In case of brackishwater aquaculture similar efforts towards diversification are also required.  

ix) Adequate emphasis is to be given on revival of cold-water riverine and stream fisheries in hill areas of the ecologically fragile zone in the states of Arunachal Pradesh, Meghalaya, Nagaland and Sikkim.  R & D efforts to develop proper technologies for the medium altitude areas (700-1400 m), with a technology input from ICAR institute, are essentially required to utilize the available resources in the northeastern region.

x) There is no marketing infrastructure worth its name for fisheries in the north-eastern region.  Adequate emphasis needs to be given for strengthening fish marketing infrastructure for better remuneration to the producers and also providing fresh fish to the consumers.

Other Important issues

(i)
Ban on introduction of exotic fish species.

· All the State Governments have been advised to impose a ban on the introduction of exotic fish species like African catfish, bighead carp red piranha and Catfish (Pungasius sutchi)..
· Follow up action taken by the States in this regard may be discussed in the conference.

(II)
Ban on use of certain chemicals/antibiotics in aquaculture.

· All the State Governments have been requested to impose ban on use of certain restricted chemicals/antibiotics in aquaculture system. 

· Action taken by the States in this regard may be discussed in the conference. 
2.
Centrally Sponsored National Scheme of Welfare of Fishermen

Scheme has three components viz. Saving-cum-relief, group accident insurance and development of model fishermen villages. Under saving-cum-relief, beneficiary has to contribute Rs.75/50 per month in case of marine/inland fisheries for 8/9 months. The amount collected alongwith matching share equally shared  by Central and State Government is disbursed to the beneficiary in lean period in ¾ equal installments. Central and State Government share annual premium of Rs.14 and the beneficiaries are extended insurance cover of Rs.50,000/- in case of death/disability and Rs.25,000/- in case of partial disability. Under development of model fishermen villages, Rs.40,000/- is provided for construction of house, Rs.30,000/- for installation of tubewells (Rs.35,000 in case of NE States) and Rs.1.75 lakh for construction of community halls shared by Central and State Govt. on 50:50 basis whereas in case of UT’s 100% by GOI for the benefit of fisher folk.

 Issues for discussion

(i) Timely submission of Utilization Certificate/ Physical Progress Report for the funds released under the scheme.

(ii) Release of matching share by the state to implement the scheme in a time bound manner.

(iii) Proposal to be submitted, if any, by the State.

(iv) Efforts need to be made by the State Government/UT to take advantage of other schemes in operation like SGSY by the Ministry of Rural Development/Human Resource Development to enhance flow of funds to the sector for the benefit of Fishermen.

Fisheries Training & Extension

A Central Sector Scheme namely Training/Seminar/Workshop was implemented during the 7th Plan Period with the sole objective of arranging training programmes for fisheries personnel from the Central and State Governments.  The Scheme continued during the Annual Plan 1990-91 and 1991-92 without any change.  The scheme also continued during first two years of 8th Plan as per norms adopted earlier.  During 1994-95 the scheme was revised as Fisheries Training & Extension Scheme widening its scope.  During the 9th Plan the Scheme continued with slight modifications with the pattern of assistance changing from 100% Central assistance to cost sharing 80:20 basis between GOI and State Governments.


During the 9th Plan period assistance was provided to the State Governments, Research Organisations and Universities for the purpose of human resource development (training), setting up of training centres, publication of training extension manuals and hand book, setting   up of awareness centre, organisation of workshop/seminars and production of documentary films on fisheries.  During the 1st year of 10th Plan, the scheme continued on the same pattern of assistance as available during 9th Plan period.  The Standing Finance Committee (SFC) in its meeting held on 16.1.2003 has approved the scheme for its continuation during 10th Five Year Plan as Centrally Sponsored Scheme.

Issues for Discussion

· State may furnish UC/progress report

· Ensure availability of adequate funds to provide matching share.

· Submit suitable proposals as per guidelines of the scheme.

State Specific Issue for discussion:

Assam

· An amount of Rs.1.70 lakh was released to the State Government during 1995-96 the progress report of which as well as UC is still awaited from the State Government.  

· The State may be asked for its submission.  During 2002-03, a proposal for release of Rs.4 lakh towards GOI's share was submitted for release. But since UC for Rs.1.70 lakh was still pending with the State Government this case was not considered for release.

Manipur

· An amount of Rs.5.10 lakh was released to the State Government during 1999-2000.  The State Government is yet to furnish the Utilisation Certificate as well as Physical Progress report for the same.  The State Government may be asked for its submission for further release. 

· Further, during 2002-03, the State Government had sent a proposal for release of Rs.60.27 lakh towards GOI's share which was not agreed by IFD in the want of pending UC for Rs.5.10 lakh 

Meglhalaya

· An amount of Rs.1.95 lakh was released to the State Government during 1999-2000; the physical progress report of which as well as UC is yet to be furnished by the State Government.  They may be asked to furnish the same urgently.

· During 2002-03 a proposal of the State  for release of Rs.17.04 lakh could not be agreed by IFD in the absence of  UC for Rs.1.95 lakh pending with the State Government.

Mizoram

· No UC is pending with the State Government as on 01.4.2002.  

· The State Government sent a proposal for release of Rs.1.40 lakh during 2002-03, which was received only on 31.3.2003 hence this proposal could not considered for release of fund during 2002-03.  This will be considered during 2003-04.

Nagaland

· No UC is pending from the State Government except for Rs.12 lakh released at the fag end of the year 2002-03, for training of 400 farmers and establishment of fish farmers training centre at Wokha.

· The State Government is yet to furnish the Physical progress report since its implementation in the State.

Sikkim

· During 2002-03, an amount of Rs.4.00 lakh was released to the State Government for training of 100 farmers, holding of State Level Workshop and publication of 4 extension/training manuals. 

· No Utilisation Certificate is pending with the State Government except of Rs.4.00 lakh released during 2002-03 at the fag end of financial year.  So far the State Government has not furnished the Physical progress report.  The State may be asked for submission of progress report.

Tripura

· As on 01.4.2002 no UC was pending with the State Government.  But the State Government is yet to furnish the physical progress report since implementation of the scheme in the State.  

· The State Government may be asked for its submission.  During 2002-03 an amount of Rs.19.28 lakh was released to the State Government during October, 2002.  The State Government is yet to furnish physical progress report as well as UC for the same.

4.
Strengthening of Infrastructure for Inland Fish Marketing

The Central sector scheme for Strengthening of Infrastructure for Inland Fish Marketing has been in operation during the VIII Plan.  It was continued during the IX Plan to provide funds in lieu of projects sanctioned in the VIII Plan.  The scheme has been discontinued in the X Plan.  The States/UTs not in a position to utilise the funds till the terminal year of the IX Plan has been requested to refunds the amount.  Marketing as a component of the scheme under macro management approach in the X Plan is under consideration.

The States of Manipur, Mizoram & Nagaland has been sanctioned one marketing Unit each involving final application of Rs. 45.0 lakh, Rs.49.0laks and Rs. 46.0 lakh respectively. The States may furnish the progress of utilization of these units for the benefit of fishers as these units have already been completed 

5.
Scheme on ‘Strengthening of Database and Information Networking for the Fisheries Sector’ during Tenth Plan

The Planning Commission has accorded In-Principle Approval for implementation of Scheme on ‘Strengthening of Database and Information Networking for the Fisheries Sector’ during Tenth Plan.  The scheme consists of continuation of catch assessment surveys for inland fisheries and additional components on information networking, development of Geographical Information System and conducting censuses on important parameters on inland and marine fisheries by CIFRI and CMFRI respectively. The Commission has also advised that the states have to absorb the committed liabilities at the end of the Ninth Plan and take over fresh liabilities arising in the Tenth Plan.

For conducting catch assessment surveys for inland fisheries, a provision is being made for providing four officers of the level of Asstt. Director – 1, Technical Assistant – 2 and Investigator – 1 at State Headquarters.  The data collection is required to be done by the existing staff available at District Field Offices.  It is also proposed to provide PCs at State Headquarters and District Fisheries Offices.  For coordination of data at state level, software will be developed and provided to the states for computerization of collected data under catch assessment surveys for inland sector.  

The scheme “Development of Inland Fisheries Statistics” as central Sector scheme was being implemented in Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, and Tripura during 9th plan and it is also being continued during 2003-04 or till the new Scheme “Strengthening of Database and Information Networking for the Fisheries Sector” is approved for implementation during Xth Plan. Initiative was taken and funds of Rs. 6.50 lakh and 0.50 lakh was released to the States of Manipur and Mizoram during 9th plan for implementation of the scheme but it could not be started due some reasons or other of the State Govts.

Issues for Discussion

1. Timely submission of

Unspent balance and UC’s

ii)
Fish/Fish Seed production data. It has been observed that quarterly Fish/Fish seed production data is sent very late by the states and that too after several reminders.  All the States/UTs Govt. should be asked to submit fish/fish seed production data by 15th of the Next month of the quarter ending so that timely fish production at all India level could be generated.

iii)
Fish landing data (Calendar Year-wise) and other related fisheries data for inclusion in the FAO Statistical year Book.

2.
Submission of Fisheries Statistics

The last date for the submission of Fisheries Statistics for a particular year to FAO is normally 31st August of the next year. 

1.
All the States are requested to insure submission of fisheries data for inclusion in FAO Year book by 31st July positively. 

2.
Whether States Govt. are following the methodology developed by CIFRI for collection of Inland Fisheries Statistics or not. If not, then reasons thereof.

3.  
Difficulties being faced by the States Govt. for collection of fish catch data under the methodology developed by the CIFRI and suggestion for removing the bottlenecks.

4.
Under Centrally Sponsored Scheme on “Strengthening of Data base and information Networking for Fisheries Sector” to be implementation during 10th   plan, it is proposed to undertake census on inland fisheries. The censuses are proposed to be conducted by CIFRI. The view of State Govt. on sampling frame, difficulties in collecting of data by field officers, participation in utilisation of census data, methodology of data collection may be obtained in conduct of inland census.

5.
The existing Scheme “ Development of Inland Fisheries Statistics” is being implementation only in 3 States of N. E. Region. The modified Scheme “Strengthening of Data base and Information Networking for fisheries Sector” is proposed to be implementation in all the States. The states may be persuaded to take up the scheme during 2003-04.

6.
Any other matter seems to be important for implementation of the new Schemes.

6.
Training programme in fish processing 

The Integrated Fisheries Project envisages processing, popularization and test marketing of unconventional varieties of fish.  The Institute has prepared training modules to impart training to women and self help groups through Matsyafed, Kerala to upgrade their skills to prepare value added products and thereby enhancing employment avenues. The Institute is also conducting short-term training programmes in fish processing under different schemes of state Governments.   

The State Governments may like to take advantage of the training programmes organized by the Institute and nominate their officers representatives of SHG/cooperatives etc. for attending the same.

The main objectives of this scheme during 10th Plan is to control economically important diseases of livestock and poultry in the country by way of Immunization and Strengthening / modernization of the existing Biological Production Units / State Disease Diagnostic Laboratories.

Foot & Mouth Disease Control Programme (FMD-CP)

During the 10th Plan, an Intensive Foot and Mouth Disease Control Programme has been envisaged and would be taken up in selected 54 districts of three zones.  100% Central assistance will be provided for control of foot and mouth disease in the identified areas by vaccinating susceptible livestock i.e. cattle, buffaloes, pigs, sheep and goats.

Issues for Discussion

The State Governments may be requested to:

To submit the Annual Work Plan along with quantifiable target (quarterly) (physical and financial) well in time for timely release of funds and proper utilization of the same. 

2.
To publish the monthly Animal Disease Bulletins both in English and respective local languages and submit the copies to this Department latest by 20th of next month.

3.
To furnish the information on animal diseases status of the States in the prescribed proforma (Annexure-I) to the Department on regular basis.

4.
To not to propose for revalidation of central funds for more than once.

5.
To submit the Utilization Certificates on prescribed proforma in time. 

3.
Central/Regional Disease Diagnostic Referral Laboratories
The Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying (DAHD) have identified four RDDLs and one Central Disease Diagnostic Referral Laboratory (CDDRL).  The four RDDL located at Pune (Maharashtra)  for Westen Region, Kolkata (West Bengal) & Guwahati (Assam) for Eastern Region, Bangalore (Karnataka) for Southern Region and Jallandhar (Punjab) for Northern Region and CDDRL located at IVRI, Izatnagar  will provide referral services on regional and national basis respectively.  These laboratories are functioning by utilising the existing infrastructural facilities and manpower, where they are located.  The GOI is providing grants for efficient functioning of these laboratories under Central Sector Scheme – “Central Disease Diagnostic Referral Laboratories”.  

Networking of all the disease diagnostic laboratories of the State Animal Husbandry Departments, SAUs, ICAR with the RDDLs for an effective and efficient disease monitoring and reporting system in the country, which is also an international obligation.

1. Networking of RDDL with the State/SAU laboratories.

2. Steps taken by the RDDL for BSE Surveillance and results.

3. Utilisation of funds revalidated/released during the year 2002-2003.

4. Samples for diagnosis of diseases of livestock be routed through RDDL/CDDL with the knowledge of the Director, AH of concern state.

5. Assistance provided by RDDL to states of the region.

6. Progress of sampling for surveillance of African Horse Sickness.

7. Availability and status of progeny of livestock imported during the past.

8. Action Plan for the year 2003-2004.
