INTEGRATED SAMPLE SURVEY FOR ESTIMATION OF PRODUCTION OF MAJOR LIVESTOCK PRODUCTS


The Scheme of Integrated Sample Survey for Estimation of Major Livestock Products is being implemented in all States and UTs since Sixth Five Year Plan i.e. 1979-80.  Surveys are being conducted throughout the year in each district of the State/UTs with the help of the statistical staff of the State Animal Husbandry Deptt. employed under this scheme.  Central Govt. provides grant in aid to the States on 50:50 basis and 100%assitance to the UTs. for implementation of this scheme.  The major part of the fund is utilized towards the payment of salaries and allowances of the staff employed under the scheme.  


In addition to the above, EFC of the scheme for the Tenth Five Year Plan has been approved with two additional components: 

(i) providing IT solutions to the States/UTs. in the form of PCs and related software, 

(ii) conducting special studies/surveys by the Institutes of National repute to fill up the existing data gap in the livestock sector.  

Issues for Consideration

(i) States/UTs should work out the expenditure to be incurred on IT components at State Headquarter and at districts level and inform Deptt. of A.H.& D. about the requirement of central assistance 50:50 States outside NER and 100% for North Eastern States and UTs.  

(ii) 15% of total number of inhabited village of the State should be surveyed in order to estimates various livestock products and in milk animals.  Each State should furnish district-wise/season-wise estimates of livestock products.  

(iii) Utilisation pattern of milk and egg as well as grazing facilities etc available to the livestock population should be reflected in the survey report.  

(iv) Sr.Officials from the State Dte. of Animal Husbandry & Vety. Services/Centre should supervise the field survey operation in order to improve the quality of various type of data collected under the scheme.  

Status of Implementation 

(i) Animal Husbandry Deptt., Chhatisgarh State is yet to bring out detailed  report of  Integrated Sample Survey .  

(ii) Dadra&Nagar Haveli and Damn & Diu Uts are not preparing the Survey Reports properly. Detail estimates relating to inmilk animals ,yield rate, utilization pattern of various livestock products are not provided.

(iii) Maharasrra State is not preparing districtwises estimate properly. Estimates are available for group of districts only.

(iv) Survey report of Madhaya Pradesh is far from satisfactory. District wise estimates of inmilk animals, yield rate as well as utilization pattern  of Milk and Egg  are not available in the  report . 

       (v)     District wise estimates are not  available in the survey report of Goa.

AGENDA ITEM NO.II
LIVESTOCK CENSUS 

The scheme of “ Assistance to states in conduct of Livestock Census  ” , containing detailed information on livestock, Agriculture Implements & Machinery, Poultry and Fisheries, is being conducted quinquennially since 1919-20 with expanded coverage and scope in each census.

The 16th Livestock census was conducted in 1997. The UT of Dadra & Nagar Haveli did not conduct 1997 Livestock Census. Other west zone states have conducted the census on the reference data. Chattisgarh is the new state; it will conduct the Livestock census, for the first time in 2003.

 At the central level, the scheme has been transferred from DES to DAH&D in Dec.2002 and the 17th Livestock Census will be conducted by the Department of Animal Husbandry & Dairying with reference date 15th Oct.2003. Necessary actions have already been initiated in this regard.

The nodal agency for conducting the census in all states and UTs is to be the respective state Animal Husbandry Department on uniform basis from the 10th Plan onwards. In the states of Madhya Pradesh,  Goa and Daman & Diu, Livestock Census work has been transferred to the Animal Husbandry Department in the X-Plan.

ASSISTANCE TO STATE POULTRY/ DUCK FARM 

The Centrally Sponsored Scheme  “Assistance to State Poultry/ Duck farms” is launched during the 10th Plan in all the States/ UTs of the Country. The scheme includes other species like ducks, Turkey, quails, guinea fowl etc. The pattern of assistance shall be 100% in the case of northeastern States whereas it will be 80:20 in respect of other States between Center and State respectively. Its basic aim is to maintain identified low- input technology breeding stock for multiplication & in turn distribution of their commercial chicks among the beneficiaries like landless & marginal farmers, women in groups and other socially backward sector of the society. 

Under this scheme the States were revalidated/ released the amount during 2002-03, which is given in the table below. The States may be requested to give the utilization certificate or refund the same.

Annexure-IV

The extracts from the presentation made by the DAHD during National Conference on Agricutlure for Kharif campaigh held on 3rd and 4th April, 2003.
(i) Need for convergence in the scheme of the DOAC, ICAR and DAHD and for better realization of results. The DAC may take up fodder development as a part of the integrated land use planning and cropping pattern.  

(ii) A certain percentage of the area should be reserved for fodder development in waste land development projects. This percentage will be different in different areas depending on the agro-climatic Zones.

(iii) Institutional lands with DAC, ICAR and DAHD and the State Governments should be utilized for production of foundation and breeder seeds.

(iv) Fodder trees, including fodder shrubs should form an integral part of agro forestry and incorporated in waste land development projects.

(v) The minimum support price should be guaranteed to certified fodder seed growers and some incentives should be given for bringing additional land for the fodder cultivation on the pattern of Rajasthan Government.

(vi) Need for better agriculture residues management was highlighted. The burning of agriculture residues in combined mechanized harvesting should be discouraged and instead this residues may be collected, compressed and after nutritional enhancement, scientifically stored distributed and marketed. In this context  linkage was suggested with upcoming rural godowns in the agriculture sector.

(vii) Use by-products  of agro based industries, vegetables and horticulture waste was mentioned.

(viii) The huge gap between the requirements and supply of fodder seeds was highlighted. It was requested that fodder seeds should be included, in greater detail and coverage, in the chapter on seeds in the agenda notes in consultation with the DAHD. 

(ix) The need to have research on increasing nutritive ingredients in fodder was mentioned as in India animals live by and large on agricultural residue alone with very little percentage of cattle feed in their diet.

(x) The need to link the monitoring mechanism on fodder cultivation, availability, requirement and deficit to that of crop cultivation was stated. The DAC is proposing connectivity with 800 APMCs and the need to expand this activity to fodder availability may be considered.

(xi) The need for a paradigm shift from only drought management to adopting long term strategies to develop fodder and thereby creating an insurance against the ill effects of drought was mentioned.

(xii) The Animal Husbandry Extension through KVKs and ATMAs was mentioned in the context of forthcoming conceptual re-structuring of KVKs whereby they are being changed into service providers. It was mentioned that there is a  need to develop institutional mechanism to provide the requirement of the DAHD to KVKs and obtain continous feed back from them (KVKs) on their achievements and performance.

(xiii) It was mentioned that certain diseases are most likely to break out during Kharif season. Giving example of Haemorragic Septicemia (HS), it was requested that the information and inputs for its control may be disseminated at appropriate time to the District User Agencies by ICAR with the assistance of DAH&D.

AGENDA ITEM NO.VI
NATIONAL PROJECT FOR CATTLE AND BUFFALO BREEDING (NPCBB)

Issues for discussions

(i)
Submission of Audit and Annual Reports

All the statutory/autonomous organizations including registered societies, which are financed out of the funds drawn from the consolidated Fund of India, wholly or partially, should lay their annual Reports/Audited Accounts on the Floor of the Parliament.  The most of the States covered under NPCBB have not submitted a copy of statutory audit report as well as annual report. Since, it is mandatory, all the States should take appropriate steps to comply with this provision and submit it regularly.  

(ii)
Role of Gaushalas in breed development

Some Goushalas are excellent repository of indigenous germ plasm. The States were asked to supply information on these gaushalas in respect of breed kept, herd strength and genetic potential of the herd as assessed by milk production.. However, no response has yet been received from the States.

(iii)
Submission of Utilisation Certificate and physical & financial targets & achievements

1. Statement indicating release of funds since October 2000 under the NPCBB is appended.  The States have not given micro plans, Utilisation Certificates and physical progress.

2. Statement indicating unspent balance released prior to October 2000 under Extension of Frozen Semen Technology (EFST) and National Bull Production Programme (NBPP), which was revalidated from time to time, is also enclosed (Appendix II). The States have not indicated financial and physical progress.

DAIRY DEVELOPMENT

I.         Integrated Dairy Development Project:-


Government of India is implementing an Integrated Dairy Development Project(IDDP) in Non-Operation Flood, Hilly and Backward Areas.  It was started during 8th Plan period and is continuing during 10th Plan with a total outlays of Rs.184.00 Crore.  The project is funded on 100% grant in aid basis by the centre:

i) Development of milch cattle

ii) Increase milk production by providing technical inputs services

iii) Procurement, processing and marketing of milk in a cost effective manner

iv) Ensure remunerative prices to the milk producers

v) Generate additional employment opportunities

vi) Improve social, nutritional and economic status of residents of comparatively more disadvantaged areas.

2.        In the Western region, projects have been sanctioned for:

Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh, Chattisgarh and Maharashtra

3.
No projects have so far been received from the Goa, Dadra & Nagar Haweli and Daman & Diu States/Union Territory. They may send a suitable proposal as per guidelines of IDDP scheme.

4.      A statement indicating year of sanction of the project, approved outlays, funds released upto 31.3.2003 and  unspent balance as on 31.3.2003 is given at Annex-I.

5.      A statement indicating key physical targets identified under the above projects and achievements upto 31.03.2003 is at Annex-II.

Points for discussion

1. Progress of implementation the projects in these States has not been satisfactory and most of the projects are running in extended phases.

2. Quarterly progress reports are not being received regularly.

3. T.M.C meetings to review the progress of approved projects are also not being held at regular interval.

Madhya Pradesh


Two projects for M.P State were approved during the year 1993-94 and 1995-96 at a total cost of Rs.494.06 lakh and Rs.599.85 lakh for implementation during 8th plan period Physical & Financial progress of these projects is very poor even after passing a lapse of more than eight years IDDP activities in Chatterpur district have been closed after utilising sum of about Rs. 40.00 lakh. 

Maharashtra


Two separate projects for Maharashtra State were approved during 1995-96 and 1997-98 with a total cost of Rs.1985.24 lakh and Rs.1941.55 lakh respectively. The Ist project has been reported to be completed. However, the status of setting-up chilling centers and strengthing of dairy processing facilities in the areas of Ist project and IInd projects are still awaited. Quarterly progress reports for the year ended 31st March-2003 are still awaited despite repeated reminder. Last T.M.C meeting to review the progress of projects was held on 24.12.2001.

Gujarat


An IDDP  for Gujarat State was approved during the year 1993-94 at a total cost of Rs.679.95 lakh for implementation during 8th plan. Gujarat Dairy Development Cooperation(GDDC) was nominated to be the implementing agency. An amount sum of Rs.600.00 Lakh was released by Government of India, upto  1996-97 had been reported utilized by the GDDC. GDDC has since become a BIFR case and all inputs/investment made under this project had come to a stand still and defunct. The State Government is requested to intimate the latest position. 

Chattisgarh 



IDDP in Bastar district was sanctioned before the bifurcation of M.P. This was transferred to Chattisgarh. Government of India has released entire approved outlay of Rs.286.99 lakh and the State Government has reported full utilisation. However, achievements in physical components are far behind targets. 

Two new projects for Chattisgarh State were approved during the year 2001-02 at a total cost of Rs.700.63 lakh and Rs.849.16 lakh respectively for implementation over a period of five years. A sum of Rs.169.20 Lakh and Rs.210.00 Lakh respectively was released to Govt. of Chattisgarh during the year 2001-02. Out of total released sum of Rs.369.20 Lakh, a sum of Rs.7.12 Lakh only has so far  been reported utilized by the State Government. Only one T.M.C meeting to review the progress of projects has been held so far on 8th July, 2002.
2.
Assistance to Cooperatives:- 


 
Assistance to Cooperatives is a Central Sector Scheme which was started during the financial year 1999-2000 and provides financial assistance for revitalization of Sick District Level Milk Unions/State Level Dairy Federation with a funding pattern of 50:50 sharing between Govt. of India and the concerned State Govt.  The Scheme is implemented through National Dairy Development Board (NDDB) who prepares Projects in consultation with the State Level Dairy Federation and State Government for rehabilitation of Sick Milk Unions/Federations.  Due to delay in financial releases by the State Governments, the implementation of rehabilitation programme of the concerned Milk Union gets delayed resulting in further deterioration of financial conditions of the Milk Unions.  

The State Governments are requested to make adequate budgetary provision to ensure timely and proper implementation of the scheme. The details of the rehabilitation proposals of Southern region approved by this Department are placed at Annexure.

3. 
Milk And Milk Product Order, 1992

Milk and Milk Product Order (MMPO) 1992 was promulgated on 9.06.1992 under the provisions of Essential commodities Act, 1955 consequent to de-licencing of the Dairy sector in 1991 in order to maintain and increase the supply of liquid milk of desired quality in the interest of the general public and also for regulating the production, processing and distribution of milk and milk Products through a mechanism of registration of dairy units. Milk and Milk Product Order 1992 in its present form also mandates for quality assurance and hygienic production for food safety. 

The number of units registered in the states of the Western Region by both Central Registering Authority and State Registering Authority are given below. The State Governments are requested to intimate the number of registered dairy units.

DEVELOPMENT OF FISHERIES

1.   Development of Inland Fisheries & Aquaculture

India has vast inland fisheries water resources in the form of rivers and canals, tanks and ponds, reservoirs, waterlogged areas etc. offering tremendous scope for fish production.  India ranks second to China in inland fish production (FAO 2001).  Fisheries in inland open water systems have been an important source of livelihood security and nutritious protein for the growing population in the country.  The inland fisheries sector has registered an impressive growth rate of 6.55% in 1990s.  Of the total inland fish production at present, about 75-80% is being obtained through aquaculture.  The country has a large unfulfilled potential for rural aquaculture and it can contribute considerably to improve the livelihoods of poor people.  The important challenge for aquaculture in India in the 21st century is to ensure sustainability and profitability.  Environmental sustainability has to be achieved by adopting environmentally non-degradable, technical appropriate, economically viable and socially acceptable best farming practices.  To support the development of inland fisheries and aquaculture, the country needs essential infrastructure for fish seed production, rearing of fish seed, fish feed, harvesting and post-harvesting facilities.  To sustain fisheries sector, the quality, technical skills and management of fisheries manpower in the country will have to improve in consonance with the rapidly changing needs of our society.

a)
Development of Freshwater Aquaculture is one of the important production oriented programmes being implemented by all the states including in the western region under the Centrally Sponsored Scheme through the Fish Farmers Development Agencies (FFDAs).  Of the total 429 FFDAs in the country, 111 FFDAs in the states of Gujarat (21), Goa (1), Maharashtra (29), Madhya Pradesh (38), Chhatisgarh (7) and Rajasthan (15) are in operation in western region.  FFDA in Goa is reported to be not in operation because of inadequate water resources.  There are no FFDAs in the UTs of Daman & Diu and Dadra & Nagar Haveli.  The agencies in these states have been operating at district level.  All the potential districts in the country have been covered under the ongoing programme on Development of Freshwater Aquaculture.  These agencies provide a package of technical, financial and extension support to the fish farmers.  Under the scheme assistance in the form of subsidy is given to fish farmers for a number of developmental activities, such as, construction of new ponds, reclamation/renovation of ponds and tanks, inputs for first year fish culture (fish seed, feed, manures, fertilizers etc.), running water fish culture, integrated fish farming, fish seed hatcheries, fish feed units, training etc.  The Centre and the states share expenditure on the developmental activities on the basis of 75:25.

These agencies have played a pioneer role in promotion of freshwater aquaculture and in the above states in the western region have brought about 1.64 lakh ha water area under scientific fish culture and trained 0.87 lakh fish farmers/fishermen in improved practices of fish farming.  The number of beneficiaries covered under the programme is about 1.69 lakh.  Due to introduction of improved technology of fish farming and the efforts of FFDAs, the national average productivity of tanks and ponds is about 2200 kg/ha/year in 2001-02.  All the states in the western region are having average productivity ranging from 1000-1800 kg/ha/year, which is lower than that of the national average productivity.  

b)
Development of Brackishwater Aquaculture: The programme is to utilize the country’s vast brackishwater resources for fish/shrimp culture.  Other subsidiary objectives are to increase foreign exchange earning through increased shrimp production, generation of employment opportunities and increase of income of fish farmers/fishermen in coastal areas.  With a view providing technical, financial and extension support to shrimp farmers in the small scale sector, 39 Brackishwater Fish Farmers Development Agencies (BFDA’s) including Gujarat (3), Goa (1) and Maharashtra (4) have been sanctioned in all the coastal states and the UT of Andaman and Nicobar Islands.  The Centre and the states share expenditure on the developmental activities and salary of the staff on the basis of 50:50.

The overall performance of the programme in the country has been affected due to the Supreme Court Judgment of December 1996 prohibiting non-traditional shrimp culture within the Coastal Regulation Zone (CRZ) i.e. 500 meters from the high tide line.  The matter is currently sub-judice.  The performance of the programme in the states of Gujarat and Maharashtra seems to be reasonable within the prevailing limitations of the Court order.  However, performance of BFDA in the state of Goa is not satisfactory.

Issues for discussion

i) The states are required to make adequate budgetary provisions under the above schemes and avail the financial assistance regularly.  The states of Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh and Rajasthan have not been availing central assistance regularly during the last four to five years under FFDA scheme.  
ii) The State Governments may also submit the complete proposal for release of central share along with the progress report both physical and financial (annual/quarterly), utilization certificate, item-wise details of expenditure, audited statements etc. for timely release of funds.

iii) States are not releasing central share along with their share in time to the implementing agencies.  Such delays hamper the progress of the programme.

iv) Regularly and timely review of the scheme (every six months) may be ensured by the state level committee under the chairmanship of Secretary Fisheries. 

v) Adoption of technologies for higher production and productivity may be ensured by the concerned agencies.  

vi) Infrastructure for fish seed production may be encouraged in the private sector maintaining the full capacity utilization of Government owned fish farms and hatcheries.  

vii) Adequate attention may be given towards creation of new resources and development of integrated fish farming.  Integrated farming would enable the utilization of wastes from agriculture, horticulture, poultry, duckery, piggery etc.  It would be in national interest to promote integrated fish farming, more for the reason that it would not affect the utilization of land for paddy or wheat cultivation.

viii) Efforts may also be made for diversification of aquaculture activities including new fish species (freshwater prawn, etc.) and coldwater fish species wherever possible.  In case of brackishwater aquaculture similar efforts towards diversification are also required.  

2.
 Development of Marine Fisheries

(a)
Centrally Sponsored Scheme on Motorisation of Traditional Crafts


This is a Centrally Sponsored Scheme, which is under implementation from Seventh Plan onwards.  The scheme envisages motorisation of traditional crafts with OBM/IBM to have easy mobility at sea, greater area of fishing, more fishing hours, quick to and fro journey and thereby fetching better price to the fish catch.  Under the scheme, 50% cost of the engine is provided as subsidy subject to a maximum of Rs.10,000/- for OBM and 12,000 for IBM, which is equally shared by the Centre and State.  


In the IX Plan (1997-2002), a sum of Rs. 34.29 lakh has been provided for motorization of 724 traditional crafts.  These were in Gujarat (300), Goa(360) and Maharashtra (364).

During the 10th Plan, a component on motorisation with enhanced subsidy of Rs.20,000/- for an OBM has been proposed for implementation.  The administrative approval for continuation of the scheme in the existing pattern has been issued on 8.5.2003.  The States may furnish the proposals seeking Central assistance.

(b)
Reimbursement of Central Excise Duty on HSD oil used by mechanised boats below 20m lengths


This scheme is under implementation from 1990-91 onwards. By providing the subsidy, the fishermen are greatly benefited to reduce their cost of operation.  Assistance is shared by Centre and State in the ratio 80:20 basis.  For States and UT's where there is no sales tax on HSD, 100% relief is borne by Centre.


During the IX Plan, Central assistance of Rs. 3685.97 lakh has been extended to  the States/UTs in the region i.e. Goa, Gujarat, Maharashtra and Daman Diu


During the Tenth Plan, a component called Fishermen Development Rebate on HSD has been proposed with enhanced subsidy of Rs.1.50 per litre of diesel.

(c)
Enforcement of Marine Fishing Regulation Act - Purchase of patrol boats


Under the scheme, 100% grant is given to States/UTs for purchase of patrol of for enforcement of the Act.  The amount sanctioned, boats purchased, etc. is as under:

Ban on fishing during Monsoon period

· In accordance with the decision taken in the State Minister's Conference on 3.2.2003 at New Delhi, it has been decided to have uniform ban on fishing from 10th June to 15th August 2003 on the west coast and from 15th April to 31str May, 2003 on the east coast.

3.
 Fishing Harbour Facilities at Major & Minor Ports

In order to provide infrastructure facilities for safe landing and berthing to various type of fishing vessels operating along the coast of the country and thereby to increase the fish production and enhance employment opportunities for both skilled and unskilled manpower in fishing operations and allied activities, the scheme is in operation.  Under this scheme, 50 minor fishing harbour (FH) and 171 fish landing centers (FLC) have been sanctioned.

Issues for Discussion

1. In order to evaluate utilization of the fishing harbours and fish landing centre constructed with the central assistance, an evaluation study has been carried out through National Institute of Port Management (NIPM), Chennai. One of the recommendations of the studies is to formulate an Act like  “Indian Fisheries Harbour Regulation Act” and enact the same in order to regulate the activities for the fishery harbour, management, maintenance and operation of the fishery harbour constructed along the coast of the country. The State Government/UTs may be requested to furnish their views in this regard. 

2. Another recommendations of the above said evaluation studies is to establish a State Implementing Agency (SIA) in each State/UTs prior to the sanctioning of new fisheries harbour and fish-landing centre projects in order to monitor the progress of the project more effectively and take appropriate measure to complete the project in time. The State Government/UTs may be requested to furnish their views with regards to constitution of SIA for implementation of fishing harbors and fish landing centers projects.

3. Keeping in view of the enormous time being taken for necessary engineering and economic investigations, model studies, Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) studies etc. for formulation of techno economically viable proposal for construction of new fishing harbors and fish landing centers in the country, some of the coastal States have expressed to enlist agencies involved in such kind of studies so that the time taken for completion of pre approval formalities could be reduced to certain extents. The maritime State Governments, UTs may furnish their views on this issues, so that appropriate action, if any, can be taken in this Ministry. 

State-wise Specific issues for discussion :

Gujarat.

· The Government of India has approved proposal of Government OF gat for construction of one fishing harbour at Jakhau and 2 fish landing centres at Navabander and Dhamlej. As per the approval the State Government is required to submit monthly progress reports till the projects are completed. However, no monthly progress reports have been received from the State.  

· Utilisation certificates amounting to Rs. 112.00 lakh awaited.( for       Navabander fish landing centre for Rs.55.00 lakh, Dhamlej for Rs. 8.00 lakh and repair and renovation of three fishing harbour for Rs. 49.00 lakh).

Goa

· The Government of India has approved proposal of Government of Goa for construction of 3 fish landing centres at Malim, Cutbona and Cortalim. However, no monthly progress reports have been received from the State Government.

· Utilisation certificates amounting to Rs. 41.97 lakh awaited (for (1) Malim amounting to Rs. 10.12 lakh, (2) Cutbona amounting to Rs. 14.60 lakh  (3) Cortalim amounting to Rs. 17.25 lakh ).

Daman      

· The Government of India has approved proposal of UT Admn. of Daman & Diu for construction of 2 fish landing centres at Vanakbara and Ghoghla. As per the approval the State Government is required to submit monthly progress reports till the projects are completed. However, no monthly progress reports have been received from the UT Administration.        

· Utilisation certificates amounting to Rs. 40.00 lakh awaited.(for                              Rs. 20.00 lakh each for Vanakbara and  Ghoghla   fish    landing  centres)        

4.
 FISHERIES TRAINING & EXTENSION

A Central Sector Scheme namely Training/Seminar/Workshop was implemented during the 7th Plan Period with the sole objective of arranging training programmes for fisheries personnel from the Central and State Governments.  The Scheme continued during the Annual Plan 1990-91 and 1991-92 without any change.  The scheme also continued during first two years of 8th Plan as per norms adopted earlier.  During 1994-95 the scheme was revised as Fisheries Training & Extension Scheme widening its scope.  During the 9th Plan the Scheme continued with slight modifications with the pattern of assistance changing from 100% Central assistance to cost sharing 80:20 basis between GOI and State Governments.


During the 9th Plan period assistance was provided to the State Governments, Research Organizations and Universities for the purpose of human resource development (training), setting up of training centers, publication of training extension manuals and hand book, setting   up of awareness centre, organization of workshop/seminars and production of documentary films on fisheries.  During the 1st year of 10th Plan, the scheme continued on the same pattern of assistance as available during 9th Plan period.  The Standing Finance Committee (SFC) in its meeting held on 16.1.2003 has approved the scheme for its continuation during 10th Five Year Plan as Centrally Sponsored Scheme.

Issues for Discussion

· State may furnish UC/progress report

· Ensure availability of adequate funds to provide matching share.

· Submit suitable proposals as per guidelines of the scheme.

State Specific Issue for discussion :

Chhattisgarh

Utilization Certificate for Rs.27.28 lakh released during 2001-02 and revalidated during 2002-03 and the physical progress is still awaited pending which the proposal of the State Government for release of Rs.17.764 lakh could not be considered during 2002-03.

Dadra & Nagar Haveli

Scheme is not being implemented so far in the UT of Dadra & Nagar Haveli.

Daman & Diu

No issues are pending with the UT as the UC for Rs.91,250/- released during 1999-2000 has since been received.

Goa

Utilization Certificate for the unspent balance of Rs.86,531/- out of the funds released during 1997-98 and revalidated for utilization during 2001-02 is still awaited. 

Gujarat 

An unspent balance of Rs.2,500/- only (out of Rs.42,750/- released during 1998-99 through a demand draft) needs to be refunded to this Ministry through a demand draft which is pending.

Madhya Pradesh

An amount of Rs.1,27,400/- was sanctioned to the State during 2002-03 under the scheme. However, the Utilization Certificate for an unspent balance of Rs.2,000/- is still pending with the State Government due to which their proposal for release for further funds of Rs.50,000/- could not be considered.  The proposal for financial assistance of Rs.1.80 lakh for construction of concrete road could not be considered in view of the approved pattern of assistance for the scheme.

Maharashtra

An amount of Rs.14, 16,240/- has been sanctioned during 2002-03 for establishment of an awareness centre at Ratnagiri.  The amount has also been revalidated for utilization during the year 2003-04.

Rajasthan

Pending Utilization Certificates for funds released under the scheme have since been received.  However, the physical progress report for the scheme is yet to be furnished by the State Government.

5. OTHER ISSUES

a)  Ban on introduction of exotic fish species.

All the State Governments have been advised to impose a ban on the introduction of exotic fish species like African catfish, bighead carp red piranha and Catfish(Pungasius sutchi)..
Follow up action taken by the States in this regard may be discussed in the conference.

b)  Ban on use of certain chemicals/antibiotics in aquaculture

All the State Governments have been requested to impose ban on use of certain restricted chemicals/antibiotics in aquaculture system. 

Action taken by the States in this regard may be discussed in the conference. 

c)  Unauthorized introduction of exotic shrimp, L. vannamei
Coastal States of Goa, Gujarat and Maharashtra have been advised to maintain a vigil on trade, breeding and further spread of the exotic species and also issue executive orders to destroy the species, if reported from their state.

Action taken by the States in this regard may be discussed in the conference.

6.
 Strengthening of Infrastructure for Inland Fish Marketing

The Central sector scheme for Strengthening of Infrastructure for Inland Fish Marketing has been in operation during the VIII Plan.  It was continued during the IX Plan to provide funds in lieu of projects sanctioned in the VIII Plan.  The scheme has been discontinued in the X Plan.  The States/UTs not in a position to utilize the funds till the terminal year of the IX Plan has been requested to refunds the amount.  Marketing as a component of the scheme under macro management approach in the X Plan is under consideration.

Issues for discussion

Gujarat   :  During 1992-93 to 1997-98, a sum of Rs. 103 lakh has been released for setting up of 3 units. The State has unspent balance of Rs. 43 lakh as on 1.4.2003, which is to be refunded.
Madhya Pradesh:  During 1992-93 to 1997-98, a sum of Rs. 252 lakh has been released for setting up of 3 units. The State has unspent balance of Rs.12.38 lakh as on 1.4.2003, which is to be refunded.

Maharashtra:   To set up two marketing units, Central assistance of Rs. 148 lakh was released during the period 1996-97 to 1999-2000.  The State has unspent balance of Rs.68 lakh as on 1.4.2003, which is to be refunded.

7.
  Welfare Programme for Fishermen

The Centrally Sponsored National Scheme of Welfare of the Fishermen comprising of three components viz. Group Accident Insurance for Active Fishermen, Development of Model Fishermen Villages and the Saving–cum-Relief is in operation for the benefit of fishermen.  The fishermen are covered under the Group Accident Insurance with an annual premium of Rs.14 per fisherman, equally shared by the central and the state government and the benefits include Rs.50000/- in case of death / total permanent disability and Rs.25000/- on partial disability due to an accident.  Under the Development of Model Fishermen Village component, the financial assistance of Rs.40000/- towards the construction of a house, Rs.30000/- for installation of tube well for drinking water and Rs.1.75 lakh for construction of community hall is provided.  In order to provide financial assistance during the lean season to the fishermen, saving cum relief component is in place. The marine fishermen contribute Rs.75.00 per month for 8 months and the inland fishermen Rs.50.00 per month for 9 months and an equivalent amount, equally shared by the Central and State Government together with the contribution of beneficiary is disbursed back to the fisherman in equal installments (3/4 installments as the case may be) during the lean period. The Central and State Government share the financial assistance extended to the fishermen under various components of the scheme on 50:50 basis.  In case of Union Territories, 100% cost is borne by the Central Government. 

In addition to this scheme, implemented by the Department, other Central Ministries/Departments are also implementing various schemes with focus approach towards target groups such as Ministry of Rural Development for BPL, Department of Women & Child Development for women etc.  There is need for convergence of these programmes so that fishing community is able to take their advantage.

Issues for discussion

1. States/UTs in the region may furnish UC/progress report of funds released in 2002-03 and proposals for seeking Central assistance in 2003-04.

2. Central assistance released in the last quarter (Jan-Mar 2003) of 2002-03 has been revalidated for use during 2003-04.  In case there is any amount released in the earlier quarters and needs revalidation, States may furnish the proposal thereof immediately.

3. Eastern States may make concerted efforts in consultation with other Departments by converging the ongoing schemes to channelise more funds through special projects like SGSY of Department of Rural Development for the benefit of fishers.

8.
 ‘Strengthening of Database and Information Networking for the Fisheries Sector’ during Tenth Plan

            The Planning Commission has accorded In-Principle Approval for implementation of Scheme on ‘Strengthening of Database and Information Networking for the Fisheries Sector’ during Tenth Plan.  The scheme consists of continuation of catch assessment surveys for inland fisheries and additional components on information networking, development of Geographical Information System and conducting censuses on important parameters on inland and marine fisheries by CIFRI and CMFRI respectively. The Commission has also advised that the states have to absorb the committed liabilities at the end of the Ninth Plan and take over fresh liabilities arising in the Tenth Plan.


For conducting catch assessment surveys for inland fisheries, a provision is being made for providing four officers of the level of Asstt. Director – 1, Technical Assistant – 2 and Investigator – 1 at State Headquarters.  The data collection is required to be done by the existing staff available at District Field Offices.  It is also proposed to provide PCs at State Headquarters and District Fisheries Offices.  For coordination of data at state level, software will be developed and provided to the states for computerization of collected data under catch assessment surveys for inland sector.  

Issues for Discussion

1. Timely submission of

i)
Unspent balance and UC’s

ii)
Fish/Fish Seed production data. It has been observed that quarterly Fish/Fish seed production data is sent very late by the states and that too after several reminders.  All the States/UTs Govt. should be asked to submit fish/fish seed production data by 15th of the Next month of the quarter ending so that timely fish production at all India level could be generated.

iii)
Fish landing data (Calendar Year-wise) and other related fisheries data for inclusion in the FAO Statistical year Book.

The last date for the submission of Fisheries Statistics for a particular year to FAO is normally 31st August of the next year. All the States Govt. may be requested to furnish data by the end of July. But we are not able to receive the desired data in time. Only after a great persuasion and after a gap of more than one year data are being received from the states. All the States should be asked to insure submission of fisheries data for inclusion in FAO Year book by 31st July positively. 

2.
Whether States Govt. are following the methodology developed by CIFRI for collection of Inland Fisheries Statistics or not. If not, then reasons thereof.

3.  
Difficulties being faced by the States Govt. for collection of fish catch data under the methodology developed by the CIFRI and suggestion for removing the bottlenecks.

4.
Deep sea fishing data is not being reported properly by any agency. CMFRI and other Maritime States should be emphasized upon to collect deep-sea fishing data and furnish it to this department regularly.

5.
Under Centrally Sponsored Scheme on “Strengthening of Data base and information Networking for Fisheries Sector” to be implementation during 10th   plan, it is proposed to undertake census on inland and marine fisheries. The censuses are proposed to be conducted by CIFRI and CMFRI respectively. The view of State Govt. on sampling frame, difficulties in collecting of data by field officers, participation in utilization of census data, methodology of data collection may be obtained in conduct of inland census.

6.
The modified Scheme “Strengthening of Data base and Information Networking for fisheries Sector” is proposed to be implementation in all the States/UTs. The states may be persuaded to take up the scheme during 2003-04.

7.
Any other matter seems to be important for implementation of the new Schemes.

9.
 Training programme in fish processing 

The Integrated Fisheries Project envisages processing, popularization and test marketing of unconventional varieties of fish.  The Institute has prepared training modules to impart training to women and self-help groups to upgrade their skills to prepare value added products and thereby enhancing employment avenues.  The Institute is also conducting short-term training programmes in fish processing from time to time. 

              The State Governments may like to take advantage of the training programmes organized by the Institute and nominate their officers representatives of SHG/cooperatives etc. for attending the same.
10.
Training Traditional Fisherwomen For Skill Upgradation In Fish Processing For Providing Gainful Employment


The Integrated Fisheries Project, Cochin under the Ministry of Agriculture, Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying has been successfully organising need based training programme, for coastal fisherwomen. The programme envisages equipping the fisherwomen with skills not only in fish processing, quality assurance and hygiene but also in entrepreneurship, educating them about self‑help groups, cohesiveness, group dynamics and marketing aspects. The objectives of the training programme is as follows.

a. To enhance the employment potential of fisherwomen through imparting skills.

b. To reduce extraneous dependence of fisherwomen.

c. To bring the fisherwomen to the forefront of the community development.

d. To enhance the quality of living of fisherfolk through the betterment of the fisherwomen folk to achieve overall socio‑economic development.

e. To eliminate the stigma conventionally attached to the products and services of fisherwomen and to instill confidence among them to occupy their rightful position in the society.

VOCATIONS


Feasible Vocations for which technology transfer and education will be provided is as follows:-

1. Fish booths running

2. Wending of dressed fish/ fillets fish

3. Dry fish preparation and marketing

4. Processing of ready to cook fish products

5. Pickling

6. Shell fish processing

7. Catering of ready to serve products/ running of seafood kitchen

8. Production of fish feeds

9. Production of fish silage/ manure

10. Chitin and chitosan manufacture

11. Shark fin and shark fin rays processing

Training Scheme

Phase-1


The project with its technological know how and infrastructural facilities available aims at imparting skills in processing and micro entreprenuership. The Master trainees will be from among the fisherwomen community. Selected fisherwomen from fishermen community who would be trained as core trainers will be deployed for organising local camps for further dissemination of technology which they have learned at IFP. These camps would be appropriately supported by IFP.

Curriculum Of The Training


Trainees will be given a thorough practice on low cost techniques in small-scale fish processing methodologies, depending on specific local resources and consumer demand. The various processes that would be taught would include, dressing, filleting of fish, dry curing. Pickling, ready to serve, and ready to cook products and by products, poultry feed and fish feed. Theory classes will be on food safety, personal hygiene, plant sanitation, packaging, marketing, entrepreneurial skills etc. Also classes on motivation, group cohesiveness, group dynamics, sources of micro finance available on self employment schemes will be carried out. Besides lecturers, discussions, hands on practicals, hand outs and audiovisuals will also be used for instructions.

Duration:
One week

Group size 20-30


The training programme should lead to gainful community based self employment projects for earning a steady supporting income.

Assistance to States for control of Animal Diseases (ASCAD)

Assistance to States for Control of Animal Diseases is one of the component of Macro-Management Centrally Sponsored Scheme namely “ Livestock Health and Disease Control” during 10th Plan. Earlier Grants-in-aid were provided on 50:50 basis to States and 100% to UTs. Now Grants-in-aid are provided on 75:25 basis to States and 100% to UTs.

The main objectives of this scheme during 10th Plan is to control economically important diseases of livestock and poultry in the country by way of Immunization and Strengthening / modernization of the existing Biological Production Units / State Disease Diagnostic Laboratories.

Foot & Mouth Disease Control Programme (FMD-CP)

During the 10th Plan, an Intensive Foot and Mouth Disease Control Programme has been envisaged and would be taken up in selected 54 districts of three zones.  100% Central assistance will be provided for control of foot and mouth disease in the identified areas by vaccinating susceptible livestock i.e. cattle, buffaloes, pigs, sheep and goats.

Issues for Discussion

The State Governments may be requested to:

To submit the Annual Work Plan along with quantifiable target (quarterly) (physical and financial) well in time for timely release of funds and proper utilization of the same.

To publish the monthly Animal Disease Bulletins both in English and respective local languages and submit the copies to this Department latest by 20th of next month.

3.
To furnish the information on animal diseases status of the States in the prescribed proforma (Annexure-I) to the Department on regular basis.

4.
To not to propose for revalidation of central funds for more than once.

5.
To submit the Utilization Certificates on prescribed proforma in time.

Central/Regional Disease Diagnostic Referral Laboratories
The Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying (DAHD) have identified four RDDLs and one Central Disease Diagnostic Referral Laboratory (CDDRL).  The four RDDL located at Pune (Maharashtra)  for Westen Region, Kolkata (West Bengal) & Guwahati (Assam) for Eastern Region, Bangalore (Karnataka) for Southern Region and Jallandhar (Punjab) for Northern Region and CDDRL located at IVRI, Izatnagar  will provide referral services on regional and national basis respectively.  These laboratories are functioning by utilising the existing infrastructural facilities and manpower, where they are located.  The GOI is providing grants for efficient functioning of these laboratories under Central Sector Scheme – “Central Disease Diagnostic Referral Laboratories”.  

Networking of all the disease diagnostic laboratories of the State Animal Husbandry Departments, SAUs, ICAR with the RDDLs for an effective and efficient disease monitoring and reporting system in the country, which is also an international obligation.
