“Strengthening of Database and Geographical Information System of the
Fisheries Sector” during 2009-2010. :

The undersigned is directed to refer to this Department’s letter No. 30-2(1)/2007-Fy(S)
dated 28t November 2009 regarding continuance of Central Sector Scheme on “Strengthening of

Database and Information Networking for Fisheries Sector” and to convey Administrative

Approval for implementation of modified scheme on “Strengthening of Database and
Geographical Information System of Fisheries Sector” during 2009-2010 at an estimated cost of Rs.
300 lakh (Rs. Three Hundred Lakhs only). The budget allocation is tentative and as per interim
budget 2009-10. Releases will be restricted to ceiling within vote-on-account for period up to 31st
July, 2009, till regular budget is passed. The components of the Scheme will be implemented as

per the details given below:

i)  Sample survey for estimation of inland fishery resources and their potential and

fish production.
i)  Census on marine fisheries :
- iii)  Catch assessment survey for inland and marine fisheries

iv)  Development of GIS
v)  Assessment of fish production potential in coastal areas

vi)  Evaluation Studies/professional services

i) Sample survey for estimation of inland fishery resources and their potential and fish
production:

Sample survey to prepare benchmark estimates of inland fish production along with
potential of inland fish production will be conducted once during initial year of 11th Five Year
Plan with suitable sampling design so that the required estimates with standard error can be
computed states / UT wise, as well as the pooled estimate at All India Level. The task may be
assigned to CIFRL It is proposed to conduct pilot study in 20 districts in % States. The budget

provision for 2009-2010 is Rs. 14 lakhs.

i1) Census on Marine Fisheries

For planning developmental programmes in marine fisheries sector, information such as
number of fishing villages, landing centres, fishermen population, active fishermen, fishing crafts
and gears in different maritime states of India is essential.
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Central Marine Fisheries Research Institute (CMFRI) has been collecting, processing and
disseminating vital information on exploited marine fishery resources of the country since its

inception in 1947.

On the basis of census conducted in 2005 and recommendation of experts, actual work plan
can broadly be classified into following six categories viz., identification of parameters to be
included in census with clear definitions of terms used, Govt. officials on conduct of census,
recruitment and training of enumerators, collection of households census data/ village-wise data,

computer processing of census data and preparation of reports.

This census will cover entire coastline of mainland along with Andaman & Nicobar and
Lakshadweep Islands. The budget provision for 2009-2010 is Rs. 20 lakhs.

iii)  Catch Assessment Surveys for Inland & Marine Fisheries

Resource and catch assessment for inland fisheries will be continued for ponds and
reservoirs by extending coverage to more districts in existing states, where scheme was
implemented upto tenth five year Plan and extended to other states also. During 2007-12, all States
are to be covered for assessment of resources and catch under ponds, tanks and reservoirs.

Components on Catch Assessment Survey of Inland and Marine Fisheries under
implementation during Tenth Plan are continued in 11th Plan. Estimates of fish production
reported by states are based on data collected through such surveys adopting methodology
developed by CIFRI and CMFRI for inland and marine fisheries respectively. These surveys
would be continued in the 11th Plan also. In addition to this ongoing surveys, existing schedule
may be revised to incorporate fish production exclusively from aquaculture ponds to have a
separate estimate of fish production from aquaculture ponds.

v’ State / UT should strictly follow CIFRI / CMFRI methodology for Inland / Marine Survey.

v State / UT should select districts / Village / Landing Centres as per methodology as case

" would be and should report the same to Department by 30th April of the concerned
financial year.

v" Payment to part time contractual enumerator will be done @ of Rs 4500/ p.m on
submission of filled in schedules in proper format every month. Payment will be restricted
to only those states which follow CIFRI/CMFRI methodology for Inland and Marine
fisheries. _

v Data collection should be done every month and quarterly report thereof must be
submitted by beneficiary state at beginning of following quarter within 15 days.

The budget provision for 2009-2010 is Rs. 200 lakhs.

iv) Development of Geographical Information System of the Fisheries Sector

As inland fisheries resources are vast, varied and scattered throughout the country,
enumeration of these resources through conventional methods for developing reliable baseline
data is rather difficult unless huge resources (human and financial) are committed. Moreover,
these methods are slow, costly and suffer from hazards of subjectivity. Remote sensing techniques
are quick, reliable and cost effective in mapping area for identification, classification and
assessment of resources and can be efficiently used in mapping and assessment of the total water

spread area of the country.
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
