D. Sanitary information

The undersigned Official Veterinarian certifies that the products described above satisfy the following requirements :

1.   Bovine Spongiform Encephalopathy (BSE) and Scrapie are compulsorily notifiable diseases in exporting country and the country of origin is free from Transmissible Spongiform Encephalopathy (TSE) group of diseases, Vesicular stomatitis, Contagious Bovine pleuropneumonia, rinderpest, lumpy skin disease and Rift Valley Fever.

2. a)     The country of origin is free from Foot and Mouth Disease (Type C, SAT 1, 2, 3).

b)  If incidence of other Foot and Mouth Disease  strain or strains is reported in the exporting country, certified that horns are processed in accordance to   Office of International Epizooties(OIE) Terrestrial  Animal Health Code to ensure destruction of Foot and Mouth Disease virus.

3. The animals from which the horns or hooves have been collected originate from herd or establishment that are free from Bovine Anaplasmosis, Q fever, blue Tongue, Leptospirosis, para-tuberculosis (Johne’s Disease), Aujeszky’s disease, Bovine Brucellosis, Bovine Tuberculosis, Bovine Genital Campylobacteriosis, Enzootic Bovine Leukosis, Trichomonasis, Infectious Bovine Rhinotracheitis or Infectious Pustular Vulvovaginitis (IBR or IPV), Malignant Catarrhal Fever (MCF), Anthrax, Bovine Babesiosis, Bovine Cysticercosis, Bovine Viral Diarrhoea (BVD) and Dermatophilosis during last two years and no animal from a herd of inferior health status was introduced in the farm/establishment during that period. 

4. The horns or hooves originate from animal which have been slaughtered for human consumption at an approved abattoir only.  The horns or hooves should not be from fallen animals.

5.  The horns or hooves are completely dried and do not contain live tissues (i.e. trace of horn core, skin, flesh and tendon) and have been adequately disinfected.

6. The products referred to in the certificate have been subjected to one of the following methods of sterilization (stating which method was adopted):

(a)  Subject to a dry heat of 140 degree celcius for not less than three hours

Or

           (b)  
Treatment of the horns or hooves, after they are broken with the vapor of benzene boiling between 95 degree celcius and 115 degree celcius for not less than four hours, live steam to be there after admitted for one hours.

7. The horns or hooves derived from cattle or buffalo were not kept in or were not sourced from a herd where there was a report of a case of Bovine Spongiform Encephalopathy and have been sourced from animals which: 

(a)     are born  and have been continually residing in exporting country.

(b)    have been born from dam of country of origin

(c)    were slaughtered in the territory of exporting country

8. The source animals were not fed with feeds produced from internal organs, blood meal and tissues of ruminant origin.

9. The horns or hooves have been tested and found free from Anthrax, Salmonella and other pathogens.

10. The horns or hooves in question

   (a)    were processed or treated in a factory approved and registered by the authority of the country of export 

(b)   after treatment, the necessary precaution has been taken to prevent contamination with potential source of pathogens

11. Necessary precautions were taken after collection and during processing to avoid contact of products with any potential source of infection, and 

12. The products were packed into properly disinfected bags.  The vehicle in which the product was transported from the approved pre-export quarantine premises to the port or airport of departure were cleaned and disinfected with a disinfectant approved by the appropriate veterinary authority.

POST IMPORT REQUIREMENTS:
